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DELDOSTQ to Replace APA, MLA, 
Turabian as Main Format for Papers 
Concordia.  For many years, students at Concor-
dia have written papers for their various classes 
in one of three major formats; APA, MLA & 
Turabian.  While these three formats are by no 
means ineffectual ways of documenting sources, 
many professors at Concordia are now turning 
to a new formatting style, which they assert is 
superior in numerous ways to all the other three.  
The new format, called DELDOSTQ (Document 
Every Last Detail or Suffer The conseQuences), 
will soon become a part of most classes that in-
volve written work.
 “I like DELDOSTQ for several rea-
sons,” says education Professor Natalie Salb, 
“Whereas Turabian only had footnotes, DELDO-
STQ also requires head-notes, arm-notes, leg-
notes and in extreme instances abdomen-notes.  
Students must also submit Work Cited Booklets, 
each one containing a Bibliography, which may 
also contain sub-Bibliographies which include 
the works cited by the works cited in the paper.”
 Professor Alvin Kinovich agrees with 
Salb.  “The DELDOSTQ Handbook provides a 
clear, unambiguous framework within which a 
student may build their paper.  I like DELDO-
STQ because it leaves no detail uncovered.  
Every cover page must include a Cover Page 
Description Sheet.  Most helpful to me, while 
grading these papers, is that DELDOSTQ pro-
vides a clear system of punishment for those 
who plagiarize.”

 The massive DELDOSTQ handbook, 
which weighs in at 478 pounds, is indeed very 
clear about the consequences of plagiarism.  
Papers written in the DELDOSTQ format must 
include a witness list with the signatures of wit-
nesses who watched the student write the paper.  
By providing their signature, the witnesses are 
testifying that the student who wrote the paper 
did not plagiarize.  
 “I feel sorry for students who do 
plagiarize,” said Professor Kurt Hoyd, “The 
DELDOSTQ handbook states explicitly on page 
8 million that, and I quote,  ‘Any student caught 
in the act of plagiarism; whether it be conscious 
or otherwise, must spend the rest of their days 
in DELDOSTQ Dungeon, where they will be 
required to read this entire handbook and its 
subsequent editions.’  I know it’s a harsh penalty, 
but plagiarism is very serious.”
